Purpose:


This guideline is developed to help staff stations during declared State of Emergencies, such as national disasters and acts of terrorism. The highest-ranking officer/firefighter will use this guideline when deriving an action plan for the Mechanicsville Volunteer Fire Department to utilize in the time of need.  

Policy:

It shall be the policy of the Mechanicsville Volunteer Fire Department to use this guideline anytime that staffing the stations is necessary. These will be but not limited to weather emergencies, such as hurricanes, tornadoes and when the snow emergency plan has been implemented. Acts of terrorism, such as what occurred on September 11, 2001, or any other time a state of emergency is implemented. 

Procedure:

When staffing our stations is necessary, individuals will be assigned to the station to which their physical address is in the first response area. Example, if your residence/place of employment is in Station-22’s first due area, you will be assigned there. 

When necessary, additional personnel can be moved between stations to make up staffing. This will be left up to the discretion of the officer in charge.
