A. PURPOSE

1.
To provide a guideline governing against the contact of potentially infectious body fluids and medical waste.   

B. PROCEDURES

1. On all Motor Vehicle Collisions (MVC), especially where people are trapped and extrication is required, all protective clothing will be worn. Surgical gloves (rubber) will be worn by anyone who is involved with patient care.

2.
On all medical incidents (MVC’s, not breathing, manpower assist) where personnel are involved with patient care, surgical gloves (rubber) and eye protection along with full protective clothing will be worn for protection against contaminated blood and/or body fluids.

3.
After each incident, protective clothing that is contaminated with blood/body fluids will be sealed in red “BIOHAZARD” bags and is to be washed in accordance with the procedure on washing turnout gear.

4.
Upon removal of surgical gloves, they are to be placed in the biohazard trash bags in the ambulance on the scene or thrown in the biohazard trash bags on the fire apparatus. If they are brought back to the fire station, they will be disposed of in the proper method.

5.
Surgical gloves (rubber) are located on all of the fire apparatus.
