Purpose:
It is the intent to establish a guideline for the use of the traffic direction lightbars that are installed on the various department apparatus. 

Policy:

It shall be the policy to utilize the traffic direction bars at all times when department apparatus is being operated. This is an added safety device and alerts motorists to use caution when approaching. The only exception will be the Command Units. It will be left up to the discretion of the officer operating the Command Unit as to whether it is used other than on emergency incidents.

1. Traffic Advisors shall be left in Flash Mode at all times until arrival on the scene of an emergency incident. They shall be left in the “low” brightness mode until arrival at an incident where they will switched to the “high” brightness mode. 

2. Once on the scene of an incident, the Traffic Advisor shall be switched to the respective setting as to route traffic away from the incident and allow for the safety of all personnel operating at the scene. The settings are as follows, Left, which directs traffic around the left side of the vehicle, Right, which directs traffic around the right side of the vehicle and Split, which directs traffic around both left and right of the vehicle.
