New turnout gear will be assigned to those members based on the condition of their old gear.

5.
The running gear committee will try to keep at least three to five sets of turnout gear unassigned and on the racks for members of other companies who show up to ride on our apparatus for calls. They will also be used for those members who are in the station and have their gear in their vehicle but don’t have their gear in their possession. Also members whose gear is being cleaned may also use the spare gear.

Members with assigned gear who wish to retain their gear in their possession must fill out a turnout gear form and give it to the chief before they can take their turnout gear out of the station. The forms can be obtained from the chief and they will remain in his/her possession until the gear is brought back to the station.
