ON WORKING FIRES WHERE A TANKER SHUTTLE OPERATION IS REQUIRED,

THE WATER SUPPLY OFFICER OR OFFICER DESIGNATED TO HANDLE WATER SUPPLY OPERATIONS WILL TAKE THE FOLLOWING ACTIONS:

1.
Designate a dumpsite or sites. The first arriving tanker will immediately set up its folding tank and begin dumping operations.

2.
Assign the supply pumper or pumpers.

3.
Notify all responding tankers to set up tanker shuttle operations at the designated dumpsite.

4.
Designate a draft or refill site(s) and assign a draft pumper(s) if required.
