When a member responds to a fire call for the Mechanicsville Volunteer Fire Department, he/she will receive one of the following credits:


CHECK (()

To receive a check means the member responded on the fire apparatus, except in the case of a first due call, when certain Officers may respond in their private auto, if the call is on the way to the firehouse. Officers responding in their own vehicles must have turnout gear with them. 

REPORTING FOR DUTY (RFD)

A member who reports to the fire station for a alarm and remains there until released by the incident commander, or a report that the incident is under control (condition 1), shall receive and RFD. When a working fire return is given (condition 2) members must remain at the fire station until released by the incident commander or no credit will be given. Members occupied on other alarms will also receive an RFD.

Note: A member has 20 minutes to respond to the fire station to receive credit.

COMPANY BUSINESS (CB)
When a member is participating in a recognized training session or is on official Mechanicsville Volunteer Fire Department business as designated by the president or chief and cannot respond to fire calls shall receive credit for the particular meeting or training class they are participating in. There will be no company business credit issued.
